Corporate Advisory Council Policies and Purpose
Policy Statement

1. The Corporate Advisory Council will be known as the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians – Corporate Advisory Council and will have the following relationship and purpose.

Relationship:

The Corporate Advisory Council is an external advisory group to the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians.  It also functions as an external support resource for the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians – Foundation and the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians – Research Network.

Purpose of the Corporate Advisory Council:

1. Assist the Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians in achieving its mission and purpose by providing an outside business perspective.

2. Function as an outside resource in the support of Academy Programs. 

3. Function as an advocate for the Academy and the patients its members serve in the legislative, regulatory, academic and business arenas.

4. Function as a conduit for networking opportunities.

2. Corporate Advisory Council members be offered the opportunity to participate in WAFP committees.  A description will be sent to all CAC members.  The WAFP president has the responsibility for appointing committee members.

3. The Corporate Advisory Council requests that the WAFP board of directors change their current bylaws to allow full voting privileges for the CAC representatives to the WAFP board.
