Solicitation and acceptance of educational grants

The Wisconsin Academy of Family Physicians recognizes that educational grants from commercial enterprises allows the annual meeting to bring affordable, quality CME to its members.

The Education and Research Committee will prepare educational programs that meets members needs and conforms to AACME guidelines.  Programs will be submitted to the WAFP Board for approval.  The chair of the Education subcommittee may remove speakers or events that do not conform to guidelines.

Commercial sponsorship will be solicited in the form of unrestricted educational grants.  Recognizing that a limited number of sponsors are available, they will be accepted on a first-come, first-accepted basis, until sponsorship goals are met.

Potential sponsors are welcome to review the topics of interest to members and suggest speakers for review by the Education subcommittee.  Selection of speakers is at the discretion of the committee.

A. Member suggestions

B. Member surveys

C. The strategic goals of the WAFP

2. The Education Subcommittee selects speakers based on:

A. Speaker’s expertise on a given subject

B. Speaker’s presentation skills

C. Speaker’s affordability

D. Speaker’s willingness to comply with guidelines including disclosure requirements
